Among the guest singers will be sopranos Nadia Petrella, Marlène Drolet, Stéphanie Piercy and Maria Knapik, tenor Steeve 

Michaud, who is also the artistic director of the PLG, as well as tenors Michael Carty and Gérard Fauvelle, baritones Marc 

Boucher, Marc-Antoine Daragon and Jean Sébastien Kennedy and bass Christopher Mallory. They will all be accompanied 

by pianist Jean Desmarais. The singers will also be joined by Italian concert pianist Laura Nocchiero, who will be visiting
